Directions from Tucson, Arizona:
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Scenic Route way from Tucson to Pine:

Take Oracle Road north through Tucson toward Catalina and Oro Valley.

This is highway 77. At Oracle Junction, where the road “Ys”, take the left forth which will be Hwy. 70 northwest to the town
of Florence. Then continue north from Florence to Florence Junction. The road you are on will “T” into Freeway 60, aka
Superstition Freeway. Turn LEFT on 60. You will be going west towards Apache Junction and Phoenix. Stay on Freeway
60. Do NOT get off at Apache Junction. Continue west until you see the turnoff for POWER ROAD, aka Bush Highway.
Take the exit and head NORTH on Power Road (to your right). You are now going north. It will exit the city and you will
see it skirts around the beautiful Saguaro Lake area and the river. Nice and pretty two lane highway. It will come to
Highway 87 aka the Beeline Highway. Here you will note the choice to go towards Payson (turn RIGHT onto Highway 87

and head north up to Payson). Continue north on Hwy. 87 to Pine. Drive time is 2 hours. Strawberry is only 3 miles north.

Welcome!

Recommendation: Because of daily wildlife migrations travel 1 hour around sunset and around sunrise requires extra

caution. The elk, deer, turkey, javalina, and other animals tend to migrate during these time periods to eat and drink.
